
 

 

Workers in Manufacturing Production Process Development are responsible for product design 
and design of the manufacturing process.  They work with customers to ensure that the 
manufacturing process produces a product that meets or exceeds customer expectations.  They 
also monitor the manufacturing process and the materials used to manufacture the product.     

 
Employment in some of the occupations in this pathway are predicted to grow more slowly 
than the average because of increasing automation in the manufacturing sector.  Electrical 
engineering positions will grow about as fast as the average.
